For those of us who are an-
ticipating summer visits
from young relatives, take
some focused time to review
your environment for poten-
tial dangers. For many of us
it has been a long time since
we had to “child-proof” our
homes. We have happily
relegated cabinet and toilet
seat locks to a distant
memory. Depending on the
ages of your visitors, you
will want to be mindful of:

Securing cleaning prod-

ucts, particularly
laundry pods and
caustic chemicals,
up and out of reach
Solid, stable, locked ac-
cess to pools, ponds,
and other water
features
Sharp corners on tables
and décor
Anything glass (for most
any age - teenage
boys have no pro-
prioception)
Ranges with knobs on
the front and/or
that stay hot after
being turned off
Medications that are in
containers that are
not child proof and
locked away
